CURRICULUM

Integrated Science subject matter will include structure and properties of matter, chemical reactions, forces and interactions, energy, waves and electromagnetic radiation, space systems, Earth systems, history of Earth, weather and climate, human impact, and engineering design. 

GRADING

Grading will occur on a variety of assignments, including but not limited to: daily assignments, laboratory activities/reports, group work, quizzes, tests, presentations, projects, and participation.  If you have a question or concern about your grade, arrange to see before or after school, not during class. Scores will be recorded and most of the work will be returned to you.
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SCORING

Daily assignments will consist of worksheets, review questions, homework quizzes, etc.  The combined total of each will be approximately 15% of your grade. Lab participation, lab reports, whiteboard discussion, notebook, posters, and quizzes will be 25% of your grade. Unit tests, major projects, or other methods of formal evaluation will be 40% of your grade.  The end of semester examination is 20% of your grade.
ASSIGNMENTS

All assignments are due at the beginning of the period (when the tardy bell rings). No credit will be given or illegible work. Be neat!

Large assignments or projects (work assigned at least two days in advance) will be due on time whether you are present or not.  You must make arrangements to get the assignment to me when it is due. Do not wait until the last minute to complete large assignments!  Refer to your planner where you should be denoting all assignments and due dates. Call a trustworthy classmate if you are absent and/or have misplaced your planner.

MAKEUP WORK

For regular daily assignments you have one additional day per day of missed class to make up the work. I will not pursue you about your missed work; you must check the assignment calendar, check with classmates, and get any notes from a trusted classmate.

Students excused for school-sponsored extra-curricular activities will be expected to complete work before the absence for the activity. Extra-curricular activities can cause your schedule to be demanding, but missed assignments or late work will not be excused. Be responsible. Plan ahead.

LATE WORK POLICY

Homework: 10% deduction per calendar day (not school days).  After 3 days, work will only be worth 50% multiplied by of correct answers.

HOMEWORK

If you want to be successful in this class, you will accomplish all homework assignments. However, simply completing a homework assignment does not indicate that you have mastered the content. Studying on your own (beyond homework assignments) will be necessary.

QUIZ  RETAKES

Students are allowed ONE retake of a quiz if no practice quizzes are available.  Quiz retakes must be completed before the unit test AND they must be taken on your own time (8th period, before or after school).
TEST RETAKES

There will be no test retakes.

UNEXCUSED ABSENCE:  If your absence from school is unexcused, you will not be allowed to hand in homework or lab reports, perform labs, take quizzes or tests that occurred during your absence. That means you will receive no points for the day.
EXTRA CREDIT

There may or may not be extra credit offered. If it is offered, it MUST be completed by a very specific date and time. There will be no exceptions. Students who have incomplete work are not eligible for extra credit. (Why would I offer you extra work when you won’t do the the required work?)
